Please take for: Confirmation of Support and Offer of Support to groups, groups will pledge or not individually.  The next USFA meeting is in Tulsa, OK in October. 
Dave C, RCM: no minutes yet from Region, but they do post them on their website.  Had first GSR assembly, were going to ask RDA and Regional H&I chair to step down because literature was thrown away.  UWANA H&I committee was the responsible party because they believed Point of the Mountain was their Area meeting.  Therefore, we didn’t ask them to step down.  Phil – Point of the Mountain is a regional meeting.  It was 1700 IP’s and 50 Old School Step Working Guides.  Regional Positions are opening up: Facilitator (Lou wants to become treasurer), RD, RDA (normally the RDA becomes the RD), H&I, PI, Secretary.  Elections usually held in Feb, postponed until next weekend.  Groups prepared list of questions for those wanting to become RD, Dave will take them and ask.  Open Discussion about Rocky Mountain Zonal Forum.  GSRs make a vote of confidence on whether or not to send RD and RDA to RMZF, all vote to not send them.
